· Spent approximately 70 percent of my time performing standard dba duties, primarily on projects using database features new to the Kroger environment that required standardization and documentation. Maintained on call and as needed support for the Enterprise Data Warehouse. 

· Implemented the first udb data replication environments.  This included an enterprise journaling system that moved large amounts of data from mainframe DB2 tables to the application database server.  Established numerous reporting databases that moved data from udb OLTP databases to reporting databases.

· Implemented the first Websphere applications using udb.  These included the internet based Home Shopping application for King Soopers stores as well as intranet applications for merchandising, finance, and manufacturing.

· Implemented the first federated environments.  This included a strategy to allow multiple development environments to share large reference tables from the Data Warehouse conserving resources required for disk space, data movement and loading. 

· Implemented a shared database server environment for Websphere applications on IBM Regatta LPARs. This strategy allowed small to medium applications to economically buy a ‘slice’ of a database server, reducing server setup and installation tasks enhancing DBA productivity.

· Developed new scripts and alias’ to exploit V8 functionality such as table functions and online reorgs.

· Performed technical evaluations of new releases/fixpaks and developed migration strategies and schedules.  Tracked and evaluated PMRs opened by the team.

· Spent approximately 30% of my time performing project management and administrative tasks related to being a team lead of four to five dbas.

· Performed technical interviews and made recommendations for hiring udb dba employees and contractors.

· Maintained project resource plans and adjusted staffing to meet project priorities.

· Provided technical analysis to projects in the costing and technical design phase

· Enterprise Data Warehouse DBA (7/01 – 3/03)

· Provided system tuning, operational, and on call support for Kroger’s udb Enterprise Data Warehouse. This multi-partition (formerly EEE) environment is composed of 24 servers, 96 processors, and 48 database partitions.  The production and test environments use approximately 35 terrabytes allocated in SMS tablespaces on IBM Sharks.

· Provided SQL tuning support to the ETL team.  Depending on the level of analysis needed used a combination of dynexplain, db2exfmt, db2batch and other explain tools to analyze queries going against fact tables containing up to 50 billion rows.

· Provided application design support to the ETL team.  Special techniques included using ‘NOT LOGGED INITIALLY’ to allow parallel processes to efficiently move data from temporary to regular tables while building aggregate data. Table renames and union all views were used for creating fact tables.  Automated summary tables were used to distribute small dimension tables across nodes.  

· Provided change control and object management support for modifications and additions to the Data Warehouse.

· Wrote scripts to monitor activity, administer security, control utilities, and cycle the database and governor.
